Readings Reflection

Asked and Answered

Though we be “but dust and ashes,” we can presume
to draw near and speak boldly to our Lord, as
Abraham dares in this week’s First Reading.

But even Abraham—the friend of God (see Isaiah
41:8), our father in the faith (see Romans 4:12)—did
not know the intimacy that we know as children of
Abraham, heirs of the blessings promised to his
descendants (see Galatians 3:7, 29).

The mystery of prayer, as Jesus reveals to His disciples
in this week’s Gospel, is the living relationship of
beloved sons and daughters with their heavenly
Father. Our prayer is pure gift, made possible by the
“good gift” of the Father—the Holy Spirit of His Son. It
is the fruit of the New Covenant by which we are
made children of God in Christ Jesus (see Galatians
4:6-7; Romans 8:15-16).

Through the Spirit given to us in Baptism, we can cry
to Him as our Father—knowing that when we call He
will answer.

Jesus teaches His disciples to persist in their prayer, as
Abraham persisted in begging God’s mercy for the
innocent of Sodom and Gomorrah.

For the sake of the one just Man, Jesus, God spared
the city of man from destruction (see Jeremiah 5:1;
Isaiah 53), “obliterating the bond against us,” as Paul
says in this week’s Epistle.

On the Cross, Jesus bore the guilt of us all, canceled
the debt we owed to God, the death we deserved to
die for our transgressions. We pray as ones who have
been spared, visited in our affliction, saved from our
enemies.

We pray always a prayer of thanksgiving, which is the
literal meaning of Eucharist. We have realized the
promise of this week’s Psalm: We worship in His holy
temple, in the presence of angels, hallowing His
name.

In confidence we ask, knowing that we will receive,
that He will bring to completion what He has done for
us—raising us from the dead, bringing us to
everlasting life along with Him.

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Lord, teach us to pray

What are the five main forms of prayer?

Have no anxiety about anything, but in everything by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests k
known to God. And the peace of God, which passes all understanding, will keep your hearts and your minds in
Jesus.

Finally, brethren, whatever is true, whatever is honourable, whatever is just, whatever is pure, whatever is lasely, wi
gracious, if there is any excellence, if there is anything worthy of praise, think about th¢Baittirgs).

First of all, then, | urge that supplications, prayers, intercessions, and thanksgivings be made for all men, fbr king:
who are in high positions, that we may lead a quiet and peaceable life, godly and respectful intesésygoast, and it

is acceptable in the sight of God our Savior, who desires all men to be saved and to come to the knowledgélof the 1
Tim 2:14)

In Christian tradition the five normative forms of prayer are blessing and adoration, petition, intercession, thanksgiving, and
praise. All of these are represented in the prayers of the Eucharistic celebration: the Mass, or Divine Liturgy.

Blessing is bidirectional between God and us: we pray, God blesses us, and we bless him in return for his
blessings. In Adoration we acknowledge the greatness and power of God and stand humble in his presence as his creatures.

In petition we cry out to God with our needs, particularly our need for forgiveness of sins. We experience separation from God
through sin and unhealthy attachments, and we long for his presence and for the fulfilment of our needs in his kingdom.

Prayers of intercession are petitions that beseech God on behalf of others — for example, the family, the Church, the community,
the nation, the world, or any specific group of persons, even our enemies and persecutors. We are at once participants in Christ’s
role as our true Intercessor as well as acting as members of the Communion of Saints.

Prayers of thanksgiving can be offered in all circumstances: joy and suffering, plenty and want. The very word eucharist means
“thanksgiving,” so our entire life of prayer centres on thanking God for his great gift of salvation and for his creation, the very gift
of life.

Praise is prayer that recognises God for his own sake, for the very fact that he is God. We praise him for his divine attributes, his
perfect glory, his perfection indeed in all good things — even apart from anything he has done for us.

From the Didache Bible

2643 The Eucharist contains and expresses all forms of prayer: it is “the pure offering” of the whole Body of Christ to the glory of
God’s name and, according to the traditions of East and West, it is the “sacrifice of praise.”

1330 The memorial of the Lord’s Passion and Resurrection.

The Holy Sacrifice, because it makes present the one sacrifice of Christ the Saviour and includes the Church’s offering. The
terms holy sacrifice of the Mass, Gsacrifice of praise,€ spiritual sacrifice, pure and holy sacrifice are also used, since it completes
and surpasses all the sacrifices of the Old Covenant.

The Holy and Divine Liturgy, because the Church’s whole liturgy finds its centre and most intense expression in the celebration of
this sacrament; in the same sense we also call its celebration the Sacred Mysteries. We speak of the Most Blessed
Sacrament because it is the Sacrament of sacraments. The Eucharistic species reserved in the tabernacle are designated by this
same name.

2650 Prayer cannot be reduced to the spontaneous outpouring of interior impulse: in order to pray, one must have the will to
pray. Nor is it enough to know what the Scriptures reveal about prayer: one must also learn how to pray. Through a living
transmission (Sacred Tradition) within “the believing and praying Church,” the Holy Spirit teaches the children of God how to pray.

2655 In the sacramental liturgy of the Church, the mission of Christ and of the Holy Spirit proclaims, makes present, and
communicates the mystery of salvation, which is continued in the heart that prays. The spiritual writers sometimes compare the
heart to an altar. Prayer internalizes and assimilates the liturgy during and after its celebration. Even when it is lived out “in
secret,” prayer is always prayer of the Church; it is a communion with the Holy Trinity.

2697 Prayer is the life of the new heart. It ought to animate us at every moment. But we tend to forget him who is our life and our
all. This is why the Fathers of the spiritual life in the Deuteronomic and prophetic traditions insist that prayer is a remembrance of
God often awakened by the memory of the heart: “We must remember God more often than we draw breath” (St. Gregory of
Nazianzus). But we cannot pray “at all times” if we do not pray at specific times, consciously willing it. These are the special times
of Christian prayer, both in intensity and duration.
